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WHAT NEXT?

If you've been praying for as many minutes a day as you are years old
for a few months then you have been doing really well. But it does
not stop there. You will probably have felt some times when God was
really close to you as you prayed - some people call this being “in
God’s presence”. At other times it may have felt like you were talking
to yourself.

Why not make it your aim every day to talk to God and praise him
until you are “in his presence.” Of course God is always present, but
there are times when God let us know that he is really close. Every
day we should try to meet God in that way. When Moses got close
to God his face shone brightly (Exodus 34:35). Something special
happens when we get close to God (Psalm 16:11).

If you do this you will find that some days you will have to pray for
more than a few minutes.

Sometimes in God’s presence you may find yourself just worshipping
him.

Other times God may tell you to pray for a person.
Other times you may just sit quietly and enjoy hanging out with God.

There are no set steps for this — God just wants you to be close to
him. When we spend time with him it changes us.

Of course God comes with us wherever we go. He wants to talk with
us all through the day. So, as well as spending a set time with God
each day on your own, don't forget you can talk to him during the
day as well.
